Dorm Parents’ Training
Programme

In 2003 we conducted our first in-house
training programme for Dorm Parents serving
in Indian Christian Schools. This programme
is part of our Mission Statement where we
seek to share ‘good practice’ with the local
community and more widely in India. The
Azariahs and Georges kindly head up this
work and here is their report from the 2004
programme:

It was a positive learning experience with its
fair share of culture shocks! But very
worthwhile, as they were willing and
teachable. We also learned to be sensitive
and accommodating to views and opinions.
All five of them found it interesting and
rewarding ... their reports say in detail what
they learned.

Christal Baby (Santosha  Vidyalaya,
Dohnavur), Allen and Retina Sequeira
(Stanes School, Coonoor) and John and
Sujatha Prakash (Kollegal Girls’ Home)
attended the programme from 30th April to
14th May 2004. They stayed at Montauban
and had all their meals at Lushington and
Selborne.

It was a busy schedule, with exposure to all
areas of Hebron life and family. The trainees
mentioned that wherever they went they
could see the love of God expressed in
various ways. In the dorms they were
particularly struck by the level of spiritual
enrichment of the students, discipline and
encouragement, love and care for each
student and the very friendly relationship
between staff and students. Altogether we
felt it was a very worthwhile time this year.

A few comments from the trainees:

Sequeiras: We observed many good things —
the spiritual life of the children is well catered for,
they have enough time to play, and dorm activities
are well organized. The relationship with dorm
parents is very special.



Prakashes: ‘Really, what concern!” The dorm
parents treat the children as their own children.
One thing we observe here is that because of
their freedom, they learn more. Wherever we go
we see the excellent relationship between dorm
parent and student - there is much
understanding.

LSD .. What a wonderful department, their
service is excellent!

This year we believe there was a greater
eagerness and enthusiasm that challenged
us to do as much as we could for the dorm
parent trainees. Of course, the open doors
they found in staff homes and dorms touched
the hearts of the trainees. All staff are to be
thanked for a very successful training
programme.

Transition

Students are being prepared to move up from
one year group to another: the term finishes
with Std.

If you have a child moving up to Std. 7 do talk
to him/her about the transition and pray
together about their concerns. We have 8
new girls and 6 new boys joining Std. 7 so
there will be new friends to make!

For_students who want to reqister for SAT
and TOEFL

School organises a trip to Bangalore in
November (6") for the SAT. Students from
Std. 11, 12 or 13 can do this, i.e. those who
wish to study in the U.S.A or Canada. SAT 1
is an entry requirement for colleges.
Students can apply “online” but will have to
use your credit card. They can register for
this test while they are with you in the
holidays. So if you want them to register for
this November test, please register them and
they can print out their Admission ticket. The
Bangalore centre No. is 63 — 100 and the
school code is 671 - 671. If your
son/daughter needs to do TOEFL, they can
do it during the holidays at any time in any of
the city centres within India. To register,
please phone the following No. 011 6511649
and you will have to pay by credit card. If you
need further advice please contact Miss
Mangaldoss at school.

IGCSE : Thursday 26™ August

Please note that it is not possible for results
to be released any sooner — these are the
dates for U.K. and worldwide release! It is
just possible they will be delayed but you may
‘phone school by lunchtime on the dates
above if you wish. Ask to speak to Miss
Catherine Smith (Examinations Officer). The
certificates arrive some months after the
publication of the results to allow for any re-
marks. If you wish to query a result then this



can only be done in conjunction with the
school. A result’'s enquiry must be done by
September 20" and it is costly. The re-mark
fee is only refunded to the parent if the query
is upheld!

It is possible that we will receive the
Cambridge results earlier, in which case
we will let you know by email.

Vitamin Supplements:

Vit. B complex, vit. C+ calcium tablets
have previously been provided on a
compulsory basis. Some changes will
occur next term.  Junior School will
continue the same tablets on a Monday —
Friday basis. Middle / Senior School will
be provided the same tablets on a
voluntary basis. Please talk to your
children about healthy eating patterns
and discuss their possible needs for
supplements. The tablets will still be
supplied as usual so there is no need to
send back extra medication with them.

Vaccinations:

School health reports will indicate

vaccinations that need updating. Please

try to get these done. If you are unable

to, we may be able to organise some if

available and if you give permission.
Many now recommend two doses of
Measles, Mumps, Rubella be given.
Can you please check what your child
/ children have had and update
accordingly.
Hepatits A vaccines are not
compulsory, but please consider that
it may be wise that your child has this.
Check with your doctor.

Hebron is a praying community and we are
very conscious of the prayers of many
worldwide.
